Course Name:  French II 

 

 

Course Description:  

This course is designed for students continuing on to their second year of Upper School French. The 

main emphasis of the course is to develop greater confidence and ease of expression in the French 

language and to further increase their knowledge of Francophone culture. It will include a review of 

grammar and vocabulary acquired in the first year of the language then progress into more advanced 

grammatical structures and an expansion of vocabulary. Students will be assessed on their ability to 

listen, read, speak, and write in French on more complex topics as they continue on their path to 

proficiency. Pre-requisite: A minimum final grade of 73% in French I and/or departmental approval.
